[Main Text: Roboto 10 pt]. These instructions apply for the 2-page extended abstract. Novelty and background of the research should be explained in the introduction section. The extended abstract should be submitted by 30/12/2024. Please note that no guarantees can be given for oral/poster presentation of a paper until the receipt of the full version of the extended abstract and its final approval by the Scientific Committee. All approved extended abstracts will be published as hardcopy and handed over to the authors at the time of the conference. The full papers will be published as online proceedings and will be accessible to the authors from the conference website cat-tvm.in
Authors are fully responsible for their papers, which should not have been published elsewhere. They must have taken the necessary steps to obtain permission for using any material that might be protected by copyright.

PREPARING THE MANUSCRIPT
With A4 paper size (210 × 297 mm), illustrations and references included, the extended abstract should be limited to 2 pages. A brief overview of the methodology used, data collected, tools/software used etc should be stated. The format should be followed completely. Failure to comply with instructions may result in rejection. The margin in the format template should not be altered. One-line spacing after each section and subsection should be provided. The text should be justified with one-line spacing. Section and subsection heading format should be followed as recommended.

2.1 Citation and References
Citation and references must follow the APA Citation style. Citations in APA usually include author name, publication year, work title, publication city, and publisher in that order. 
References must appear separately at the end of the paper, as a separate page, and not as footnotes. The page must have the title “References” at the centre top of the page.  Authors' names must be inverted, listing last name first. (Kramer, 2010) In case of multiple authors, provide the last name and initials followed by first name. The entries should be alphabetized by the last name of the first author of each work. For multiple articles by the same author, or authors listed in the same order, the entries must be given in chronological order, from earliest to most recent. Please refer to the full paper template already shared for more details.

2.2 Figures and Tables
     While using graphical representations and tables, first decide if the information is best given as a table or graphical representation, or as a text. Do not repeat information in both formats. If the paper has a table, the table number must be mentioned somewhere within the text. All tables must have a number (example: Table 1) and a title given above the table, such that Table number is followed by Title in a separate line. For more details, refer to the full paper template.

In case of graphical representations, all such figures must have a caption given below the figure. The caption must clearly explain the content of the figure. It must also indicate the source in the APA format. Note the example below.
